Pakistan Foundation Fighting Blindness (PFFB) founded in
1988, formerly known as the Pakistan Retinitis Pigmentosa
Society (PREPS) is a registered national, non-profit, non-
governmental organization (NGO) working in the field of
medical research and humanitarian services for the visually
impaired persons in Pakistan. PFFB is certified from Pakistan
Center for Philanthropy (PCP).

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PROGRAMS & PROJECTS

Audio World Program

Audio World was established in 1995 to satisfy the
educational needs of the visually impaired individuals
throughout the country. Audio World is focusing on providing
Education, Information and Entertainment to visually
impaired students in form of audio recorded books through a
free registered postal facility. Audio World Library has more
than 1200ttitles covering all reading ranges"

PFFB National Project

PFFB aims to establish accessible computer labs and organize
training workshops about modern assistive technology,
capacity building at Government Special Education Centers
and community organizations for visually impaired students
and provide recorded syllabus books to improve quality of
education. PFFB established fourteen (14) accessible
Computer Labs at Government Institutes for Visually
Impaired in Lahore, Multan, Peshawar, Karachi, Mirpur Azad
Kashmir, Attock, Swat, Abbottabad, Quetta, Muzaffarabad,
Gujranwala and Chishtian. PFFB also organized National
Consultative Seminars and Regional Training Workshops in
Punjab, Sindh, Khyber Pakhtoonkhwa and Balochistan.

PFFB IT Center Program

“The main objective of this project is to provide a place to the
Visually Impaired persons wherein they could interact with
other blind persons in relaxed environment. The Center is
located in the premises of PFFB Head office and providing
opportunity to visually impaired persons from different ages
to enhance their computing skills, personality grooming
techniques, art and craft jewelry making skills and cooking
skills so that numerous educational and employment
opportunities shall be created for visually impaired persons.
This would lead to whole new vista of empowerment”

In another outstanding initiative, PFFB in collaboration with Federal Board of
Intermediate & Secondary Education (FBISE) succeeded in ameliorating
Annual Exams 2023 facilities for forty two visually impaired students through
providing proper amanuensis / writers' facility. PFFB owes its gratitude to Mr.
Qaiser Alam Khan, Chairman FBISE for making it viable.PFFB also established
six state-of-the-art accessible computer Labs in Azad Jammu & Kashmir,
Gilgit-Baltistan, Baluchistan and Punjab; imparted National Skill Training in
different trades to 429 visually impaired students and teachers; organized
Hiking Event & TDCP Sightseeing Bus Tour to provide healthy entertainment
to more than 600 VIPs; launched awareness campaigns on International
White Cane Safety Day, International Disability Day and World Retina Week
through electronic and print media; provided recorded textbooks and
pleasure listening books through internet online streaming; and arranged
internship facility for school & university students in community service to
improve the quality of life of VIPs in areas of mobility, communication and
motivation. It became possible only through extraordinary zeal and
teamwork of staff of the Foundation who under the dynamic leadership of
Mr. Muhammad Abdullah Yusuf, Chairman Board of Trustees undertook
innovative and pioneering activities to promote awareness & better services
as envisaged in the Foundation's objectives with the ultimate goal to make

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ACTIVITIES AT A GLANCE

AUDIO WORLD PROGRAM UPDATES:

PFFB Audio World provides independent access to education,
information and entertainment on memory cards / CD's / USBs and
online service to visually impaired persons throughout the country.
These audio books provide the visually impaired with an opportunity of
acquiring education beyond primary level right up to a master's degree
and with a variety of material for Pleasure Listening for all reading
ranges. Following are the highlights of Audio World's activities for this
year:

1. During this period Audio World supported 342 students,
through provision of textbook courses on MP3, CDs, and memory
cards to special education schools of government and students from
around the country.

2. Audio World's data base and online library is now operating
through our own cloud account. Students and subscribers are now
keenly utilizing this new service and are still suggesting new
improvements, which are communicated to the developers for possible
inclusionin the new MIS.

3. Now we shifted our pleasure listening titles from YouTube to
ourown library, but we still maintain our YouTube channel.
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4. WhatsApp group is being effectively utilized for
communication with members and for their suggestions and
recommendations and for sharing our YouTube notifications.

5. After a tedious wait of almost a year and a half Audio World
finally received two brand new advanced mixers (Behringer Xenyx
X2222 USB) headphones and studio cables for upgrading our two
studios. These mixers are now installed and are utilized for recording.
6. A network laser multifunction printer TOSHIBA e Studio 456
se and a Haier air conditioner have been added to audio world
equipment.

7. During this period our focus is on recording textbooks rather
than on pleasure listening titles.

8. Intermediate Tareekh e Pakistan which was being recorded
has been completed and is now available to the students through post
and online mediums.

9. Tarjumatul Quran Majeed newly introduced subject for three
classes 8th, 9th and 10th are being recorded, after a long wait for
authentic Arabic reader.

10. After completing matric for AIOU, we started recording of
most awaited B.A Mass Communication subjects for this university,
seven subjects have been completely recorded and released while
English for this class is still being edited.

11. Numbardar Ka Neela a novelette by Syed Mohammed Ashraf
is rerecorded, for tone correction and is mixed with special sound
effects, is released. The tale is an allegory of our troubled times,
showing how the instruments of oppression ultimately turn back upon
their creators.

12. Two pleasure listening titles (Kuffer and Qila Jangi) which
were turned down by the readers are now accepted to be recorded.
Tarar's novel Qila Jungi (The Fortress of Jungi) is dedicated to Afghan
children who became crippled by accidently stepping on landmines
and can only play as goalkeeper in a football game, is completed and is
being edited to be released soon.

13. F.Acourse for AIOU is also planned to be recorded to provide
students opportunities to successfully compete their exams.
(Recording started for this course)
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IT CENTER NATIONAL PROGRAM:

This year, 2797 visually impaired students / persons were benefited
through PFFB IT Center services of capacity building training sessions
(in IT skills, personality grooming & smart management skills,
independent cooking and livelihood), Assistive aids, book scanning,
awareness, counselling, software troubleshooting assistance.

PFFB INFRASTRUCTURE SUPPORT

During the period, PFFB in collaboration with Government of Pakistan
established six (6) state of art accessible Computer Labs in Darul
Hunar Foundation Danyore Gilgit, Pakistan Association for Blind
Quetta, Special Education Complex Sohawa, Government Special
Education Complex Rawalakot AJK, Government Special School for
Blind Girls Shamsabad Rawalpindi & Government Special Education
Complex Muzaffarabad. PFFB aims to provide IT Infrastructure
support to Government & community organization for visually impaired
students to acquire up to date Information Technology skills on national
level thatis need of the day.

PFFB Online National Skills Training Program is a prime requirement of
the visually impaired community. These trainings are playing a crucial
role in developing smart living skills, Andriod and IT Skills and livelihood
skills of visually impaired community. During the period, overall
program able to benefit four hundred & twenty nine (429) Visually
Impaired students.

PFFB IT Instructors Mr. Azam, Mr. Farhan Shahid and Mr. Ali Husnain
successfully delivered online training on Mobile Accessibility & Office
Automation IT Skills from beginner to advance level. PFFB IT Trainers
team conducted ten (10) online training sessions and benefitted one
hundred and ninety eight (198) visually impaired students from
National level online IT skills training program.

Ms. Rabail Pirzada, Chief Coordinator PFFB successfully supervised
and conducted 5 seasons of online Personality Development
Workshops for visually impaired students. Ms. Nadia Saba Master
Trainer trained 112 (one hundred and twelve) Visually Impaired
students across the Country who benefited from these unique one
month online training and learn about Mobility, Appearance,
Interpersonal skills, Formal Communication, smart management skills
and Independent Living. These online trainings are playing a significant
role in transforming lives of visually impaired youth and boosting their
self-esteem.

PFFB organized 2nd National Consultative Seminar at Laraib Inn Hotel
Islamabad on February 9, 2023. Objective of this seminar was to
exchange essential knowledge with Trainers of Government Special
Education Schools for visually impaired and Community Organizations
about challenges in Education, Modern Accessibility Standards and
Assistive technology, Personality Grooming & Smart Management
Skills and Consultative sessions on emerging challenges for visually
impaired and development of recommendation report. More than one
hundred and thirty (130) participants representing 35 Government and
Community Organizations for Visually impaired from Karachi, Quetta,
Kohlu, Multan, Sadigabad, Lahore, Gurjanwala, Gujjar Khan, Sohawa,
Attock, Peshawar, Abbottabad, Giglit, Ghizer, Skardu, Rawalpindi and
Islamabad attended the event.

FBISE WRITERS/ AMANUENSIS SERVICES
FOR VISUALLY IMPAIRED STUDENTS
APPEARING IN EXAMS 2023

PFFB conducted a series of meetings with Secretary Ministry of
Human Right, Chairman Federal Board of Intermediate and secondary
education (FBISE), Directorate General of Special Education on
facilities for Persons with Disabilities appearing at Annual Exams 2023.
Authorities were informed that persons with disabilities especially
visually impaired students are facing serious issues in arranging
writers for exams. Mr. Qaiser Alam Khan, Chairman FBISE played a
vital role in resolving the issues and amended the rules by providing
writer (volunteer) facility to persons with disabilities along with stipend
of 1500/ per paper along with certificate to the volunteer student.

PFFB in collaboration with Dr. Umar Focal Person for Persons with
Disability FBISE and Federal Directorate of Education (FDE), arranged
grade 8 students for amanuensis/ writer service from Islamabad model
schools for Boys and Girls School in sector G-7. Moreover, Pak Turk
School also participated in the writer's service. Directorate General of
Special Education (DGSE) delivered 2 day orientation training to
selected school students writers at National Institute of Special
Education. This collaborative initiative benefited forty two (42) students
with disability of the capital city with writer's facility for federal board
exams 2023.
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MEETING WITH DR. ARIF ALVI, PRESIDENT
OF PAKISTAN TO HIGHLIGHT CHALLENGES
OF VISUALLY IMPAIRED COMMUNITY

Dr. Arif Alvi, President of Pakistan had an important meeting with the
PFFB Team led by Dr. Anis Ur Rehman Vice Chairman on April 5, 2023.
Dr Anis-ur-Rahman apprised the President about the steps taken by
PFFB for the welfare of the visually-impaired persons in Pakistan. He
said that PFFB had transformed the lives of more than 50,000 visually-
impaired students and persons at the national level, during the last ten
years, through educational services, capacity-building trainings,
awareness campaigns, career counselling, and Assistive Technology.
He highlighted that the major challenge being faced by the visually-
impaired children was the lack of hostel facilities, particularly for the
visually-impaired girls in Islamabad, Gilgit-Baltistan, Azad Jammu and
Kashmir, and Balochistan. The President was also informed that
another major issue being faced by visually-impaired students was the
non-availability of writers to help them during examinations as these
students were unable to write themselves. The President underscored
that it was the responsibility of the Government and the private sectors
to help address the issues being faced by the visually-impaired people.
He also stressed the need for raising awareness about the rights and
issues of persons with disabilities to bring positive behavioral change
towards them.

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SUCCESS STORY
Afeera Azam

Afeera Azam was born in Sargodha Punjab and diagnosed with
an inherited eye disease Retinitis Pigmenta (RP) at a age of 8
years. Afeera's family was in a shock and kept in a denial phase
for along period of time. She was not allowed in family gatherings
and was kept at home due to social pressure. Afeera's
Grandfather and close relatives helped her parents in realizing
and accepting the disability and suggested them to get her
socialize and focus on her treatment & education. But
unfortunately there was no cure of RP Disease.

Afeera faced severe depression due to her disability during early
education. Unfortunately, there were not much opportunities of
acquiring education in general schools due to her visual
impairment. Afeera joined Special Education Center in
Islamabad for few years and due to her Father's posting, they
moved to Abbottabad. On the contrary, after joining a early
education school in Abbottabad, she met with a very helpful
teacher. She taught her to write with bold markers, so she could
see things with her low vision, as she was not trained with Braille
language. Afeera's sister & aunty taught and worked very hard to
improve her writing skills. In that school there was bullying too,
but she made her way. Her family supported fully against all such
problems.

Afeera joined Army Public School Rawalpindi after her Father's
posting in Rawalpindi and successfully cleared Matric exams.
Her social interaction stayed quite wide. She used to go out for
shopping with family. Afeera started Hifz-e-Quran, though it was
very tough but she was very much encouraged by her friends and
family. Afeera wanted to learn how to use computers and mobile
phones justlike her sighted peers. In 2006, Afeera's mother came
to know about Pakistan Foundation Fighting Blindness (PFFB)
after watching an interview of Madam Saima on TV Channel.
Afeera joined PFFB and with the help of recorded books, Afeera
successfully completed her intermediate in Humanities. At PFFB
IT Center, Afeera also had the opportunity to join training course
about computer learning desk job skills and mobile accessibility.
She was also introduced with daily living skills and other useful
resource material about special education. After successful
completion of Graduation and Masters in Education, Afeera
shifted to Islamabad permanently and started preparations for
CSS exam. Ali Bhai at PFFB assisted me in providing accessible
ebooks of CSS and other reading materials. Afeera worked very
hard for this exam and cleared all CSS exams, but didn't able to
clear the interview. Afeera also taught in a private CSS
Preparatory academy and online too. She learned Tajweed and
taught Quran too. She started carried on teaching privately.
Afeera didn't lose hope and attempted almost 25 tests for
different government jobs. Finally she got selected for Grade 16
teaching job at Attock City and served there for almost four years.
Meanwhile Afeera had an opportunity PPSC Lectureship in
Rawalpindi and successfully qualified post of lectureship at
Government Associate College for Women, Muslim Town
Rawalpindi and nowadays serving in the Mainstream.

In the end Afeera message to all “Never give up. Helping others
should be the motto of our life. Our moral training should always
support us to be beneficial to others, as my family has always
taught me to move on with my efforts for a better life. Life should
always move on, we should never lose our heart and should be
thankful to God and to Nature, for providing us opportunities that
come ourway”
