It
provides audio textbooks from Grade V up to the Master’s level,
delivered nationwide either through free registered mail or online
access. In addition to academic resources, PFFB’s Audio World offers a
ast pleasure-listening library featuring a wide range of content,
including poetry, literature, classics, autobiographies, Islamic history,
religion, general knowledge, science, and technology—available in both
English and Urdu. Audio World services are accessible via PC and
Android platforms, allowing users to benefit from content through the
medium of their choice. Our mission is to empower visually impaired
individuals by building their self-confidence and sense of self-worth
hrough access to quality education equal to that of their sighted peers.

e aim to improve their economic prospects by equipping them with
essential academic knowledge and practical skills, enabling them to
pursue meaningful and sustainable employment in today’s competitive
job market."

PFFBIT CENTER NATIONAL PROGRAM

“PFFB is committed to enhancing the digital inclusion & access to
information for visually impaired individuals by establishing accessible
omputer labs and providing capacity building training support across
he country. PFFB also focuses on capacity building at Government
Special Education Centers and community organizations, to support
academic achievement. To date, PFFBin collaboration with Government
of Pakistan has successfully established twenty six (26) accessible
omputer labs across Government institutions and community
organizations nationwide. In addition, PFFB also organizes national
onsultative seminars and Training of Trainers (ToT) workshops, creating
a collaborative platform for the visually impaired community and key
stakeholders to promote awareness, advocacy, accessibility, and
inclusive practices for persons with disabilities.”

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PFFB NATIONAL SKILLS TRAINING PROGRAM

Capacity-building trainings are essential for the empowerment of
the visually impaired community. These programs play a critical role
in developing a wide range of skills, including the effective use of
assistive technology, personality grooming & smart independent
living, Music & Art & livelihood development. During the reporting
period, PFFB successfully provided free online & onsite trainings to
555 visually impaired individuals across the country.

During the reporting period, PFFB conducted Training of Trainers
(ToT) workshops, benefiting 28 trainers from five community
organizations based in Skardu, South Punjab, Rawalpindi and
Islamabad, as well as local visually impaired individuals. These
workshops delivered a diverse range of sessions focused on
institutional development, assistive information and technology
skills, personality grooming, smart management and livelihood
enhancement.

PFFB IT Instructors—Mr. Azam, Mr. Ali Hasnain, and Mr. Farhan
Shahid—successfully conducted both online and in-person trainings
on Mobile Accessibility and Office Automation IT skills, covering
topics from beginner to advanced levels. Through their efforts, a
total of 336 visually impaired students benefited from these
capacity-building trainings.
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PFFB IT LAB SUPPORT AT
UJALA SCHOOL FOR THE BLIND WAH CANTT
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PFFB IT LAB SUPPORT AT
KARAKORAM DISABILITY FORUM SKARDU
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Ms. Rabail Pirzada, Chief Coordinator PFFB supervised and
facilitated three online and one onsite Personality Development

Workshop for visually impaired students. Master Trainers Ms. Maira
Arif and Mr. Shakir trained a total of 110 visually impaired
participants from across the country. The workshops covered a wide
range of topics, including mobility, independent living, personal
Qappearance, assistive technologies, interpersonal skills, formal
communication, and smart management techniques. These
trainings are playing a crucial role in enhancing participants'
confidence and self-esteem, empowering them to lead more
independent and fulfilling lives. Moreover, PFFB Master Chefs—M:s.
Farwa Shahbaz, Ms. Anila Shehzadi, and Ms. Mehwish
Fatima—under the supervision of Ms. Rabail Pirzada, successfully
conducted four (4) online Independent Cooking Training sessions. A
total of 81 visually impaired individuals benefited from these
sessions, gaining essential skills for safe and independent cooking,
contributing significantly to their self-reliance in daily life.

PFFB ONLINE IT/'SMART PHONES ACCESSIBLITY TRAININGS
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Onsite IT Skills Training At Gilgit & Shigar

PFFB successfully conducted two weeks of on-site training
on Assistive Technologies Fundamentals in October 2024
and June 2025 at Vision Welfare Foundation, Gilgit, and K2
Blind Welfare Organization, Shigar. More than 26 visually
impaired students and teachers participated in the training
sessions, where they learned about computer literacy,
Android accessibility and other practical assistive technology
applications. The primary objective of these trainings was to
equip visually impaired individuals with essential, up-to-
date skills in assistive technologies—particularly screen
reader-based computer learning—which PFFB believes is a
critical need for every visually impaired student in today’s
digital age. The sessions were delivered by Mr. Farhan
Shahid, a visually impaired PFFB’s Master Trainer in IT, who
conducted interactive workshops featuring hands-on
demonstrations.

PFFB Personality Development Training At
Abbottabad

PFFB in collaboration with Government Institute for Blind,
Abbottabad organized one week personality development
and smart management skills training workshops in
December 2024. PFFB Master Trainer Mr. Shakir conducted
interactive sessions and successfully benefited a group of 38
Visually impaired Students & Teachers. PFFB Team also
participated in the closing ceremony of the training and
distributed Certificates among participants.
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SAIMA’S INTERNSHIP & ENTREPRENEURSHIP
PROGRAM

The program is designed to improve the economic growth of Visually
Impaired Persons (VIPs) by creating inclusive opportunities in Music
and culinary arts, education & corporate sector. Under this initiative,
PFFB facilitated 24 skill-building internships for visually impaired
individuals across diverse sectors nationwide. These internships
were arranged in collaboration with disability-inclusive employers
and were customized to align with each participant’s abilities and
interests. The program significantly enhanced workplace readiness,
boosted self-confidence and, in many cases, led to continued
employment after the internship period. Additionally, it played a key
role in raising employer awareness and promoting greater
workplace inclusivity for persons with disabilities.

PFFB ORGANIZED PAKISTAN 1ST EVER NATIONAL
BLIND COOKING COMPETITION

Pakistan Foundation for Fighting Blindness (PFFB) in collaboration
with the Chefs Association of Pakistan (CAP) and COTHM Global,
successfully organized Pakistan’s first-ever National Blind Cooking
Competition December 17-18, 2024—a groundbreaking event that
showcased the culinary talents of visually impaired individuals. With
this remarkable initiative, Pakistan got no 4 position in the world,
after the USA, Australia, and India to host such an inspiring event
that celebrates the extraordinary skills of visually impaired chefs.
The competition brought together 23 talented participants from 20
cities across Pakistan, each demonstrating exceptional creativity,
resilience, and culinary expertise. The event not only challenged
societal perceptions but also broke barriers and shattered
stereotypes, proving that with determination and passion,
limitations can be overcome. These chefs’ remarkable
performances served as a powerful source of inspiration,
highlighting the immense potential within the visually impaired
community. In recognition of their outstanding efforts, PFFB, in
partnership with the Chefs Association of Pakistan, Awarded
Business cash prizes and professional certifications to all 23
exceptional candidates—further empowers them to pursue
opportunitiesinthe culinary industry.
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PFFB FIRST EVER NATIONAL BLIND COOKING
COMPETITION IN COLLABORATION WITH COTHAM
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PFFB Team Won Sensory in the Kitchen Category at
Pakistan International Culinary Championship
2025

This year Pakistan International Culinary Championship (PICC) held
at Royal Palm Lahore dated January 29-30. One of the key highlights
of PICC 2025 was the introduction of the “Senses in the Kitchen”
segment — a first-ever initiative that allowed 26 participants,
including 18 visually impaired individuals and eight (8) persons with
different abilities, to showcase their culinary talents. This
groundbreaking segment was a celebration of inclusivity,
highlighting the capabilities and passion of these participants and
breaking down barriers in the culinary world. PFFB team consisting
of 18 visually impaired individuals participated at Pakistan
International Culinary Championship from January 29-30, 2025 at
Royal Palm Golf & Country Club Lahore organized by Chef
Association of Pakistan & College of Tourism & Hotel Management
(COTHM). PFFB trainees won first three positions of Sensory in the
Kitchen category and also 18 gold medals.

The culmination of the event was marked by an awards ceremony
where Trade Minister Chaudhary Shafay Hussain and NAVTTC DG
Haider Abbas were the chief guests. Cash prizes worth a total of Rs. 1
million were awarded to the top performers across various
categories.Medals and certificates were presented to the winners,
first runners-up, and second runners-up, recognizing their

exceptional talentand hard work.
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PFFB Music Academy

Musical instruments play a vital role in stress relief, emotional
expression, and social bonding across various cultural occasions
around the world and also widely recognized as a sustainable source
of income generation. In the first quarter of 2025, the Pakistan
Foundation Fighting Blindness (PFFB) launched the PFFB Music
Academy, dedicated to enhancing the musical skills of visually
impaired individuals and unlocking livelihood opportunities for
them through music. In the period of three months of dedicated
effort, PFFB Music Academy able to produce 8 visually impaired
musicians with the exceptional talent of instrumental & vocal skills.
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PSYCHOLOGICAL COUNSELING SUPPORT

PFFB provided 83 (eighty three) individual and group psychological
counselling sessions to improve the quality of emotional health of
visually impaired community by addressing practical solutions for
psychological, social & behavioral issues related to disability. Alishba
Ejaz PFFB Psychologist successfully conducting online Psychological
Counselling Sessions with visually impaired persons from National
level and addressed solutions for their emotional challenges &
benefitted 32 visually impaired students / persons.
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ASSISTIVE AIDS SUPPORT

PFFB also supports the visually impaired community across
Pakistan by providing talking watches and promoting White
Cane Safety Day. This year, PFFB distributed 282 assistive
aids—including white canes and talking watches—at
subsidized rates to visually impaired individuals.
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ADVOCACY SUPPORT ON RIGHTS FOR VISUALLY IMPAIRED
COMMUNITY

e Coordinated with the Federal Board of Intermediate and
Secondary Education to ensure the availability of writers for
visually impaired students during examinations.

e Developed a comprehensive report on the challenges faced
by visually impaired individuals in Gilgit-Baltistan.

e Raised awareness about the rights of visually impaired
individuals through community engagement and social media
platforms.

e Conducted a feedback assessment survey on assistive
technology support provided by the Chief Minister of Punjab
for the visually impaired community.

e Played a key role in implementing education sector policies
aimed at addressing the challenges faced by visually impaired
students.

e Advocated for government policies promoting accessible
technologies and equal access to information.

e Collaborated with the Telecom Foundation to upgrade the IT
lab at the PFFB Complex.

* In Ramzan 2025, Dr. Anis Ur Rahman, Vice Chairman, visited
the Karakorum Disability & Resource Center Skardu and the K2
Blind Welfare Organization in Shigar. During his visits he met
with senior management to discuss the key challenges faced
by visually impaired individuals and explore opportunities for
disability inclusion. Dr. Rahman also toured the IT Computer
Lab, established by PFFB in partnership with the Government
of Pakistan. PFFB remains committed to improving the quality
of life for Pakistan’s visually impaired community by providing
free education, IT infrastructure support, and capacity-
building skills training.

PFFB LAUNCHES LEARNING & LIVELIHOOD
TRAINING CENTER

PFFB, in collaboration with Bazar International Luxembourg and
Astral Constructors Pvt. Ltd., has successfully established a state-of-
the-art Learning & Livelihood Training Center. This inclusive center
offers an accessible environment where visually impaired
individuals can learn, communicate and equip themselves with
modern practices. Moreover, the center is dedicated to providing
high-quality capacity-building trainings and hosting events for the
visually impaired. It is fully equipped with green energy (solar
powered electricity), tactile flooring, boarding facility, accessible
washrooms, and specially designed furniture to ensure comfort and
independence. To celebrate this milestone, PFFB organized a special
inaugural event to honor the generous donors and sponsors. We
extend our heartfelt gratitude to Mrs. Kauser Arif, Pakistan Head of
Stand at Bazar International Luxembourg, and Mr. Zubair Ajaz, CEO
of Astral Constructors Pvt. Ltd., for their invaluable support in
empowering the visually impaired community on a national level.
The event was further elevated by enchanting performances from
students of the PFFB Music Academy whose orchestral and vocal
presentations captivated the audience and earned heartfelt
applause.
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RECREATIONALEVENTS FOR VISUALLY IMPAIRED
ensory Safari For Visually Impaired

PFFB organized a unique event themed "Sensory Safari"
pecially designed for visually impaired individuals dated
anuary 8, 2025. The objective was to take participants on a
rich sensory journey, offering them knowledge,
entertainment and a boost of positive energy. The event
eatured hands-on animal interactions, sensory activities,
guided learning sessions and fun-filled experiences. A group
of thirty (30) visually impaired students attended and
horoughly enjoyed the immersive learning experience. For
many of them, it was the first time they had the opportunity to
ouch and interact with animals, making it a truly memorable
and impactful day.
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PFFB Blind Orchestra Performance

PFFB successfully organized Pakistan’s first-ever Blind
Orchestra, performed by talented visually impaired musicians
from the Academy. This landmark event was held on June 26,
2025, at the Silkroad Cultural Center (G-5, Islamabad), in
collaboration with the Government of Pakistan and the
Pakistan National Council of the Arts (PNCA). Through this
initiative, PFFB Music Academy aims to showcase the
incredible potential of the visually impaired community
within the music industry, empower them financially and
support their growth in both vocal and instrumental music.
The organization also strives to promote these gifted
individuals on national and international platforms, fostering
inclusion, recognition and long-term opportunities in the
creative arts.
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AWARENESS CAMPAIGNS

World Retina Day

Pakistan Foundation Fighting Blindness (PFFB) observed World
Retina Day on September 28, 2024, in collaboration with Retina
International (RI) and its global network of individuals living with
Inherited Retinal Degenerations (IRDs), along with healthcare
professionals. Together, they called for the adoption of genetic
diagnosis as a standard of care for all individuals affected by these
complex conditions.

Dr. Nabin Paudel, Head of Research at Retina International,
emphasized the importance of patient involvement across all stages
of drug development—from pre-clinical studies and clinical

trial design to regulatory and health technology assessment
decisions. He stated, “The need to incorporate patient perspectives
throughout the drug development pathway is critical. At RI, we are
committed to uniting our global community to highlight the
importance of representation. We work with all our patient-led
organizations to create tailored training modules—such as the
Retina International Education Hub—to help the community better
understand the research process and where the patient voice is
most needed.”

To mark World Retina Day 2024, PFFB encouraged its members and
stakeholders to take an active role in raising awareness of retinal
degenerative conditions. Activities included interviews with
ophthalmologists and researchers, shared through PFFB’s social
media channels to educate the public and amplify the voices of
those impacted by IRDs.

White Cane Safety Day

\White Cane Safety Day presents a valuable opportunity to recognize
and celebrate the achievements of blind and visually impaired
individuals across all areas of life. This year, the Pakistan Foundation
Fighting Blindness (PFFB) commemorated the occasion by
participating in a special program broadcast on social media,
highlighting the significance of the day.

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Success Story
Alishba Ejaz
A 22-year-old from Rawalpindi, holds a BS degree in Behavioral
Sciences from Fatima Jinnah Women University (FJWU). Her life took
a transformative turn at the age of eight when she lost her vision due
to Glaucoma. This early and sudden impairment brought immense
challenges. Transitioning from a private English-medium school to a
special education institute proved to be a cultural shock. The new
environment was drastically different—there was a lack of emphasis
on manners, personality development, and extracurricular
activities, and Alishba faced bullying from peers. Simple tasks, like
guiding her driver home, became difficult, and on one occasion, she
nearly got lost. Learning Braille was also a painful and frustrating
process; it made her fingers sore, and she often felt disheartened. At
one point, she believed continuing her education might be
impossible. However, a turning point came when her former school
offered to readmit her. With the unwavering support of her
mother—who recorded lessons and assisted with study material,
Alishba resumed her education using a laptop. This support laid the
foundation for her future achievements.
In 2018, during her Umrah pilgrimage, Alishba had a chance
encounter with Mrs. Nasrin Mansoor, CEO of PFFB, on a flight. Mrs.
Mansoor's kind encouragement led Alishba to visit PFFB upon her
return. There, she met Sir Azam, who became her IT trainer. His
professionalism, patience, and humility had a lasting impact on her.
She also met Ma’am Rabail Pirzada, whose confidence and
motivational personality inspired Alishba to think beyond her
academics.Ma’am Rabail introduced her to the idea of
entrepreneurship and encouraged her to pursue her passion for
handmade pearl jewelry. Before connecting with the Pakistan
Foundation Fighting Blindness (PFFB), Alishba relied heavily on her
mother for academic support. But when she entered college, she
realized that she needed to develop strong computer and assistive
technology skills to function independently. To meet this need, she
reached out to PFFB for audiobooks and later enrolled in their IT
training program. Her biggest challenge was the lack of computer
efficiency, which made it difficult to keep up with academic
requirements.
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This dependency affected her confidence and
created a sense of limitation. She was determined to
prove that visual impairment would not define her,
but she needed the right tools and guidance todo so.
PFFB training programs proved to be life-changing.
Alishba learned to operate a computer
independently, create presentations, write emails,
and complete assignments without assistance.
These skills empowered her to succeed in higher
education, explore career opportunities, and pursue
personal interests. The supportive and empowering
environment at PFFB played a crucial role in her
development and gaining technical proficiency, also
discovered a new sense of self-belief and
independence. Currently, Alishba serves as a
psychologist at PFFB, actively promoting the
emotional well-being of visually impaired
individuals by conducting tailored psychological
sessions. She credits PFFB for playing a
transformational role in her journey—offering
training, mentorship, and a sense of belonging. PFFB
provided her with both practical skills and the
confidence to serve others and explore
entrepreneurship. Her journey from a young girl
struggling with vision loss to a professional
psychologist and budding entrepreneur is a
powerful testament to what determination and the
right support system can achieve. Alishba’s message
to othervisually impaired individualsis clear: believe
in yourself. Visual impairment does not limit one’s
potential. She encourages others to keep learning,
dreaming, and exploring. She also advocates for a
more inclusive society—one that empowers and
supports visually impaired individuals by promoting
accessibility, equal opportunities, and awareness of
assistive technology. For her and many others, PFFB
has been a source of light, hope, and
independence—a true beacon guiding the way
forward.
